ADMISSION CRITERIA AND SELECTION PROCEDURE 
 
 
GENERAL  
 
1. The admission for the B Ed course at ACE, Pachmarhi, is exclusively open for the 
wives/ dependent wards of serving/ retired army personnel including the widows/ war widows. 
The dependents of following category of army personnel are eligible :- 
 

 (a) Serving or retired army personnel in receipt of regular pension or SS officers who 
have served in the army for 10 years (Submit Certificate No1) 

 

 (b) Army personnel killed in action or those who died during their service or disabled 
in action in army (Submit Certificate No 2) 

 

 (c) AMC/ADC officer presently serving with Navy or Air Force who have served army 
for more than 10 years and who are members of AOBF. (Submit Certificate No 3) 

 

 (d) MNS Officers who have served army for a minimum 10 years as regular MNS; 
APS  personnel who are on deputation and have put in more than 10 years of service 
in army or who have been directly recruited / commissioned in APS and have retired 
after completing their minimum service qualifying for pension; TA personnel who have 
completed 10 years of embodied service. (Submit Certificate No 4) 

 

 (e) Adopted wards of army personnel provided they have been adopted at least five 
years before admission (Submit Certificate No 5) 

 

 (f) Dependent daughters of widows/ war widows of army who were born of their 
mother's first marriage and their mother has later re-married a civilian. (Submit 
Certificate No 6) 

 

 (g) Step children of army personnel who were born out of the wedlock where at least 
one parent belonged to army (Submit Certificate No 7) 

 
Note :- For the purpose of their admission to the B Ed course the daughters of 
serving/retired army personnel are considered dependent till their marriage or employment, 
which ever is earlier. 
 
WEIGHTAGE TO GALLANTRY AWARD WINNERS 
 
2. The wards of the Gallantry Award Winners will be given weightage in admissions as 
follows. Such candidates are required to submit the necessary proof to that effect for being 
considered for the weightage as  given below :-

  (iii) Yudh Seva Medal    1% 
 
 (c) Mention in Despatches    1% 
 
 (d) War Widows/Wards of War Widows  5% (Submit Cert No-2) 
 
Note :- 1. The above-mentioned percentage of the respective gallantry award 

winner's ward's CWAT score will be added to her actual CWAT score before 
drawing the overall  merit list. 

  
2. A certified copy of the part II order/Gazette notification conferring the 
award/copy of the award certificate should be attached with the application form 
for claiming the weightage. For Sena Medal (Gallantry) a certificate has to be 
obtained from MS-X that the Sena Medal awarded to the Officer is for acts of 
courage / bravery 

 
ELIGIBILITY 
 
3. The applicants must fall into one of the following categories :- 
 

(a) Wards/Wife of Serving Army Personnel with minimum 10 years continuous 
service in Army. 

 
(b) Wards of ex Army personnel granted/awarded regular pension, liberalised family 
pension, family pension or disability pension at the time of their superannuation, demise, 
discharge, release medical board/invalided medical board. This includes wards of 
recruits medically boarded out and granted disability pension. 
 
(c) Wards of ex Army personnel who have taken discharge/release after ten years of 
service. 
 
(d) Adopted/Step Children and Children of Remarried Widows. 
 

(i) Adopted Child of Army personnel adopted at least five years prior to 
seeking admission. 
 
(ii) Step Children are eligible provided they are born out of a wedding where 
at least one parent belonged to the Army. 
 
(iii) Children of Widows of Army personnel who are born as a result of second 
marriage with Army personnel. However, children of widows of Army personnel 
come out of remarriage with Non-Army personnel would not be eligible for 
admission. 
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 (e) Eligibility Criteria in Special Cases.
 

(i) Eligibility Criteria for Wards of Ex Army Medical Corps Officers/Army 
Dental Corps Officers Presently Serving with IN/IAF.   Wards of only those ex 
Army medical officers/Army Dental Corps officers presently serving with Indian 
Navy or Indian Air Force who have served with the Army for 10 years. 
 
(ii) Eligibility Criteria for Children of APS Personnel. 
 

(aa) Children of APS personnel classified as ex-servicemen as per 
Government of India, Ministry of Defence letter No 9 (52)/88/D(Res) dated 
19 Jul 89. 
 
(ab) Children of those APS personnel who are on deputation and who 
have put in 10 years of service in the Army. 
 
(ac) Children of APS personnel who are directly recruited into APS and 
of those who, as per their terms and conditions of service, retired from 
APS after completing their minimum personable service. 

 
(iii) Eligibility Criteria for Children of MNS/TA Personnel.   The following 
are eligible :- 
 

(aa) Children of only those members of MNS who have 10 years service 
as regular members of MNS or are in receipt of pension from the Army. 
 
(ab) Children of only those TA personnel who have completed 10 years 
of embodied service. 

 
(f) Priority of Admission to B Ed College. 

 
(i) All eligible candidates will be treated at par. There will be no priority or 
categorization. 
 
(ii) 5% weightage will be given to war widows/ widows (Army). 

 
(g) Definition of Dependant Children.  Dependant children are defined as 
Sons/daughters till marriage or employment which ever is earlier. 
 
(h) Mandatory Requirements. The applicant must be a widow/war 
widow/dependent of regular Army personnel including MNS and APS. In case of 
widows/ war widows/dependents  of disabled personnel, they should be in receipt of  
regular/liberalised medical pension. Disability due to operation/war alone will be 
considered for admission priority.  

  
 (j) Age.  There is no upper age limit for admission to B Ed at ACE. 
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(l) Educational Qualification.   Bachelor degree of a recognised University with 
minimum 45% marks in aggregate and having obtained at least 45% marks separately 
in any two of the listed common school subjects* at the bachelor degree level. 

or  
Post Graduate Degree from any recognised College/University with minimum 48% 

aggregate marks. Duly attested statement of marks of qualifying exam with 
Degree/Provisional Certificate should be forwarded alongwith the application form. 
Candidates who are appearing in the qualifying exam during the current year are also 
eligible to apply for CWAT/ admission to B Ed course, provided they submit the 
statement of marks/results at the time of admission.

 This list is provisional and seats will be allotted in the mentioned areas, subject to 
availability of academic facilities in the institute. Candidates who have passed M Com, MA 
(Philosophy/ Sociology/Psychology) with a minimum of 48% marks in aggregate are also 
eligible, provided they have obtained at least 45% marks in one of the school subjects listed 
above at graduation level. 
 

(m) Candidates who are Ineligible.  The following category of candidates are not 
eligible :- 
 

(i) Those who are not included in any of the categories mentioned in Para 28 
on the date of commencement of the course. 
 
(ii) A candidate who has passed any examination of a Statutory University 
recognised as equivalent to the course in the college shall not be permitted to 
appear for the examination for the same course.     
     

PHYSICAL FITNESS 
 
4. The candidate should be certified by MH / RMO / Registered Medical Practitioner as 
physically and mentally fit to pursue the course. A certificate to this effect in the enclosed form 
(Certificate No 8) is required to be submitted by the candidate along with her application form. 
 
ENSURING ELIGIBILITY IS THE CANDIDATE'S RESPONSIBILITY  
 
5. It is the responsibility of the candidate to ensure that she possesses the requisite 
academic qualifications for the course and is eligible in all other respects as per the eligibility 
conditions given in this prospectus. The fact that a candidate has been permitted to appear in 
CWAT does not imply that her eligibility has been verified and accepted. The eligibility of the 
candidates will be verified by ACE at the time of admission to the course as also later during 
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the scrutiny of papers by the university. In case of any change in the eligibility conditions made 
by the university for the session 2010-2011 at a later stage the eligibility will be verified with 
reference to the university's eligibility conditions prescribed at the time of candidate's 
admission to the B Ed course. If a candidate is found to be ineligible at any stage during the 
entire process, the college reserves the right to cancel her candidature / admission to the 
course. 
 
6. All admissions made by ACE are provisional. An admission will be considered final, 
only when the eligibility criteria are met and the admission form of the candidate is accepted by 
Barkatullah University and National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE). 
  
7. All disputes regarding sale of prospectus, admission to ACE or any other matter 
pertaining to Army Centre of Education, Pachmarhi shall fall within the jurisdiction of the courts 
in Distt - Hoshangabad (MP).

APPLICATION FORM AND DOCUMENTS           
 
 
 
APPLICATION FORM  
 
1. There will be a Combined Written Admission Test (CWAT) for admission to the B Ed 
Course of ACE Pachmarhi, AIE, Delhi Cantt and AIHE, Pathankot but the application forms for 
the three institutions have been released separately. All the three colleges - ACE Pachmarhi, 
AIE Delhi Cantt and AIHE Pathankot have brought out their separate prospectus, which can be 
had from the offices of the three institutions on payment of Rs 450/- (Rupees four hundred fifty 
only) each. Those desirous of being considered for more than one institution will have to 
procure the prospectus of the respective institutions, fill in the prescribed forms separately for 
each of them and submit them to the Principal, AIE Delhi Cantt. No candidate will be 
considered for admission to an institution for which she has not filled the prescribed 
application. 
 
2. Application form and prospectus can be obtained from the Principal, ACE C/O AEC 
Training College & Centre, Pachmarhi (MP) - 461881 by sending a requisition alongwith a 
crossed demand draft for Rs 400/-  and Rs 50/- for postal charges in favour of PRINCIPAL, 
ARMY CENTRE OF EDUCATION payable at SBI, Pachmarhi (Bank code 1046)  (not 
refundable). Application form can also be downloaded from college website 
www.acepachmarhi.ac.in. Students downloading the forms from website has to submit a 
demand draft of Rs 400/- (Rupees four hundred only) in favour of Army Centre of Education 
payable at SBI, Pachmarhi (MP) alongwith the application form. Application forms duly 
completed  in all  respects alongwith relevant certificates and documents should reach 
Principal, Army Institute of Education, Delhi Cantt by 15 Mar 2009 (without late fees) &   
30 Mar 2009 (with late fees of Rs 100/-). DD for late fee may be made in favour of AIE, Delhi 
Cantt. 
 
3. Candidates desirous of seeking admission to AIE Delhi Cantt or AIHE Pathankot will 
also have to proceed in the same manner and approach AIE Delhi Cantt and /or AIHE 
Pathankot for the purpose. Those intending to apply for more than one institution will be 
required to obtain the prospectus of all the institutions they wish to apply and fill in their 
prescribed application forms separately. Such candidates, however, will be issued their CWAT  
roll Number only by AIE, Delhi Cantt
 
4. The candidate should clearly mention her preference of choice of the three institutions in 
that order in her application form. If she wants to be considered only for ACE Pachmarhi, She 
should purchase ACE Pachmarhi prospectus and submit her application, to AIE Delhi Cantt 
indicating the same in the appropriate column in the ACE Pachmarhi, application Form. 
Similarly, if a candidate wishes to apply only for AIE Delhi Cantt or AIHE Pathankot she should 
get the respective prospectus and submit her application to AIE, Delhi Cantt indicating the 
same in the relevant application form.  
 
5. CWAT roll numbers will be issued to the candidates by AIE, Delhi Cantt only. 
 
6. Candidates should ensure their eligibility for the B Ed course before filling in their 
application forms. 
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FORMS AND CERTIFICATES  
 
7.  The candidates must only use the application form and other certificates attached to this 
prospectus. Photocopied/typed application forms or certificates will not be accepted. All details 
on the form must be completed in full and signed by the candidate herself. AIE, Delhi Cantt will 
not accept incomplete application forms or forms received after 30 Mar 2009. Condonation of 
delay on account of postal strikes/delays or lapse by courier services will not be considered. 
 
FURNISHING OF INCORRECT INFORMATION  
 
8.  In case it is found, at any stage, that a candidate has knowingly furnished false 
information on the application form/certificates, her admission, if granted, will be cancelled and 
fees paid by her will not be refunded.  The case will be reported to the University for debarring 
such a candidate from admission to any college in India. Criminal proceedings may also be 
initiated against such candidates. 
 
COMMON APPLICATION NUMBER AND ROLL NUMBER 
 
9. Candidates will write this No. on their answer sheet during CWAT and use it for all 
correspondence with AIE till the admission procedures are over.  
 
CORRECTNESS OF NAME OF APPLICANTS 
 
10.    There should be no difference in the manner in which an applicant's name appears on 
the application form and in all the certificates submitted by her.

ADMIT CARD 
 
12.  The admit card for CWAT will be sent to the  candidates, by registered post on the address 
indicated by them on the white envelope  provided with the application form. Candidates are 
requested to affix stamps of the required value as per the registered post requirement.   
 
13. The CWAT Admit Card will be issued to the candidates by AIE, Delhi Cantt. Candidates 
applying for more than one institution will be allotted one CWAT roll number but would be 
considered for the institutions they have applied as per their merit in CWAT. 
 
14. In case the admit card is not received by the candidate by 12 Apr 2009, she must 
telegraphically/telephonically/by Fax  inform  AIE, Delhi Cantt stating the full name, address 
and ACE Application form number to facilitate dispatch of a duplicate card and for giving  
necessary instructions to concerned examination centre.

for the last 46 years.  Pachmarhi, “The Queen 
of the Satpuras” is a hill station, situated at an 
altitude of 3400 feet.  It is 53 kms from 
Pipariya, the nearest railway station on the 
Itarsi - Jabalpur section of the Central 
Railways, and 200 kms South-East of Bhopal, 
the capital of Madhya Pradesh. Pachmarhi is 
well connected by road from Bhopal, Indore 
and Nagpur. MP State Govt buses, private 
buses and taxies regularly ply between 
Pipariya and Pachmarhi. 
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
